Before Start Date: If

cancellation notice is given more than 4 weeks before the scheduled
commencement date of a registered ESL program or a student VISA

application is rejected, 100% of course fees will be refunded. The official

letter of VISA rejection must be presented in the latter instance. If a

cancellation notice is given 4 weeks or less before the anticipated

program start date then an 80% refund will be given.

After Start Date: If a written cancellation notice is given before

1/3 of the ESL course is completed, 50% of the course fee will be

refunded. If cancellation notice is given after 1/3 of the course of study

is completed then no refund will be given.

All cancellations must be submitted in writing. If notice of cancellation is
received less than 4 weeks prior to the start date: the administration
fee; 4 week’s accommodation; and/or airport pick-up fees will not be

refunded. All accommodation fees that have been received for a period

beyond the first 4 weeks from the start date will be refunded.
