Use English at school. Your teachers will be more than happy to see and hear that you are
trying very hard to learn English. If you are heard speaking your native language in the
school you will receive a warning. You may speak your native language on the telephone or

in a closed classroom in the case of an emergency.

When you can’t come to school...

Call us at 403-678-3945 to let us know when you can’t come to school. If you are absent

more than three times without calling you may be asked to exit your program.

Important note for Homestay Students!

Please advise your host family of your plans BEFORE you go away. If your plans change
while you are away, please call and let them know as soon as possible. Remember that
your host family is your “Family in Canada” so treat them with respect. If you want to finish

your homestay early or change your homestay we will require 4 weeks natification.

This is “empowerment”.

Homestay families will want to include you in thdaily activities. It is important to participatetivyour
host family but it is also important to keep youiopties. In Canada you can say, “No thank youithaut
offending your Host Family. If you have to do honmelwor if you don’t want to participate in a family
activity you can tell your Host Family and they ihderstand. If you would like to join the Famity the
activity but you don’t have time because of yourasmwork, ask your family if you would be able torj
them at another time. They may be disappointedyinatvill not be able to join them but they will
understand and not be offended. It is importamétoember that your priorities are important andrygaost
Family will respect them. You are a member of ydHost Family and it is important to contribute taiyo
family when you are able.

Religion and religious activities can sometimestw®ncern for Homestay students and families. Ui yo
Host Family belongs to a particular religion aneytimvite you to join them irheeir religious activities, yo
can say, “No, thank you”, if you are not comfor&blith the activity. Host Families understands thate
may be religious differences between themselvestaidguests. It is important to remember that yaws
respect your Host Family’s religion and not ridietieir beliefs. In Canada, it is illegal to diseinate
against anyone because of race or religion.
